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[bookmark: _GoBack]Course Description:   This class is an introduction to the world of Chemistry.  I hope to cultivate students’ curiosity, to experience the joy of doing science, and to enable them to successfully function the scientific “real world”.  This course will cover the Utah state standards for Chemistry listed on www.usoe.k12.ut.us .  There is a $15 lab fee to cover the cost of these activities.  Required supplies (To be brought to class each day): notebook with at least 3 sections, scientific calculator.  Wish list:  We can always use donations of paper towels, tissue, germ-X, crayons, etc. Your grade will be determined by the number of points you earn divided by the number of points possible.  Tests are worth 35%, homework 30 %,  labs 25%, and participation 10%.  The letter grade percentage breakdowns are as follows:

Discipline:  My classroom rules reflect the school rules as stated in the school handbook.  No cell phones or other electronic devices are to be used in my class (unless permission is specifically given).  Devices will be confiscated and given to the office where a $5 fine is required to get the device back.  
Safety:
1. Conduct yourself in a responsible manner at all times in the lab.
2. Follow all written and verbal instructions carefully, if you don’t understand ASK!
3. When first entering the room DO NOT touch any equipment, chemicals, or other materials in the lab area until you are instructed to do so.
4. No food or drink in my classroom or lab!
5. Horseplay, practical jokes, and pranks are dangerous and may result in your expulsion from class.
6. Keep your work areas clean and DO NOT leave your station until it is cleaned.
7. Notify me of any unsafe conditions immediately.
8. Dispose of all chemical properly.
9. Keep hands away from face, eyes, mouth, and body when in the lab. Wash with soap and water when finished.
10. Handle all living specimens with respect.
11. Always carry sharp objects with point down and away from the body.
12. Goggles must be worn, hair tied back in the lab.
13. If necessary, use the eye wash and shower station to wash off spilled or splashed chemicals.
14. Students will be fined or breakage of any equipment due to horseplay.
